Dear Property Owner:

A number of residents in your neighborhood have expressed concern about localized flooding during
heavy rains. A study was completed in 1988 for the area surrounding Charlie Pond; however, a number of
changes have been made in the area since the time of the original study. To address resident concerns, the
City of Roseville completed an updated drainage study of the neighborhood.

The study modeled the existing storm sewer system along Avon Street, Brenner Avenue and Millwood
Avenue, along with Charlie Pond and the ponds just north of Charlie Pond. Once the model was
complete, we ran several scenarios with various modifications to the system to determine what could be
done to reduce the flooding that occurs in the street during heavy rains. Based on the results of the
modeling, staff has some suggestions to alleviate some of the flooding in the area.

We will be having an informational meeting on Tuesday, March 13, 2007, at 6:30 p.m. in the
Hickorv Room at Fire Station #1, 2701 Lexington Avenue. A location map for the meeting is
attached. City staff will make a brief presentation and will be available to answer any questions you

may have.
